The GPA is the total number of points divided by the total semester hours in
which grades of A through F are received. All courses which the student does
not successfully complete will be denoted on the transcript by the symbol I, IP,
F, or NP.

REPEATED COURSES

Only courses in which a grade of C-, D+, D, D-, F, NP, or the symbol | has
been received may be repeated at the University of Portland for academic
credit. The new grade will replace the original grade in the calculation of the
GPA; however, both courses and grades will remain on the permanent
academic record with the original course denoted by the symbol E.

SPECIAL GRADING SYMBOLS

Prior to Fall 1995, courses which resulted in a grade of | (Incomplete) had a
message annotating whether the course had been completed. From Fall
1995 forward, courses which were originally posted as an |, then subsequently
completed, are denoted by an asterisk (*) preceding the final grade.
Therefore, a mark of *B indicates that the course was posted as an |, then
completed within the one year time limit allowed by Academic Regulations.

Courses which are not completed within the one year time frame convert to an
F. Such converted grades are preceded by an “@” sign. Therefore, a mark of
@F indicates that the course was not completed and was converted to an F
per Academic Regulations.

In some cases when a student transfers from one school within the University
to another, some of the coursework does not transfer. In those cases, the
course grade is followed by an exclamation mark (i.e. B!). Those courses
have been dropped from the grade and credit calculations even though the
line entry remains.

DEPARTMENTAL DESIGNATORS
In addition to the common departmental course abbreviations (e.g. ENG 102
= English 102), the following are used:
CED =  Continuing Education Professional Development
OIC/OICA = Oregon Independent Colleges’ Association cross-
registered course

From Fall 1994 forward, some departmental course abbreviations have been
changed from ED (Education);

CSP = College Student Personnel
HPE = Health and Physical Education
RLED = Religious Education

COURSE NUMBERS

Courses numbered in the one-hundreds are for freshmen; courses numbered
in the two-hundreds are for sophomores. Courses numbered in the three-
hundreds are upper-division courses for undergraduates only. Courses
numbered in the four-hundreds are principally for upper-division
undergraduate students but a limited number of these courses may be applied
toward advanced degrees with the permission of the department head and the
dean of the Graduate School. Courses numbered in the five-hundreds are
graduate courses which may also be taken for undergraduate or graduate
credit by advanced undergraduate students upon approval.

From Fall 1995 forward, courses numbered in the seven-hundreds are for
Continuing Education Professional Development courses that provide
continuing education credit. Courses numbered in the eight-hundreds are
Continuing Education non-credit courses. Courses numbered in the nine-
hundreds are offered for Continuing Education Units (CEUS) only.

Please note that undergraduate, graduate and continuing education
credits are each printed on a separate page.

ACADEMIC HONORS / DEAN'’S LIST

Semester honors are noted for students who meet the following criteria:
students must complete at least 12 semester hours of credit which count
toward their grade point average, receive a grade of C or above in all classes
which count toward their grade point average, and receive no F or NP grades.

Prior to 1992, a semester GPA of 3.25 or higher would result in the notation,
ACADEMIC HONORS, being placed on the transcript. Effective beginning
with the Spring 1992 semester, a semester GPA of 3.50 or higher will result in
the notation, DEAN’'S LIST, on the transcript. From that point forward,
DEAN'S LIST replaces ACADEMIC HONORS.

HONORS AT GRADUATION (Applies to admitted undergraduates only)
Honors at graduation are determined one semester prior to graduation by
computing the GPA in all courses (both UP and transfer) applicable toward
the degree. Transfer students who have not completed 30 semester hours in
residence by one semester prior to graduation are evaluated at the conclusion
of all work. Summer graduates are included with the previous spring
semester graduates in determining honors at graduation. Prior to 1993,
honors were based on the following formula: within a given college or school,
summa cum laude has been awarded to all students receiving a 4.00 GPA,;
maxima cum laude to the next 5%; magna cum laude to the next 8%; cum
laude to the next 12%. Beginning with the May 1993 Commencement, honors
are based on the following formula: within a given college or school, summa
cum laude will be awarded to all students receiving a 4.00 GPA; maxima cum
laude to the next 3%; magna cum laude to the next 7%; and cum laude to the
next 10%.

ACADEMIC PROBATION / DISMISSAL

Any student who earns a semester GPA below 2.00 will be placed on
academic probation. A student who is placed on probation for two semesters
in any twelve month period or whose academic progress is deemed
inadequate for successful continuance may be dismissed from the University.

DEGREE REQUIREMENTS
Degree requirements may be found in the University Bulletin.

TRANSCRIPTS

Most student records were converted to a new transcript system in the Fall of
1984. You may receive two types of transcripts. The new transcripts are
vertically printed but earlier records may be formatted differently. A student
information system change effective in the Fall of 1995 may cause some
differences in presentation of data from Fall 1984 to the present. If questions
exist please contact the University Registrar’'s Office at the number above.
