- Used between Fall 1980 and Summer 1989 when a student unofficially dropped a course.
S - Satisfactory - used for non-credit courses except MATH 0500, 0600, 0700 and field experience.
U - Unsalisfactory - used for non-credit courses except MATH 0500, 0800, 0700 and fisld experience.

- Incomplete Work - temporary grade used only when a student has not completed all
required work because of extenuating circumstances. An “)” grade must be made up with the
instructor who issued the grade by the end of the following semester. Otherwise no credit
will be allowed for the course and the “I” will revert to a “WF” beginning Summer 1995,

- Included in attempted hours before Fall 1972 and between Fall 1976 and Summer 1879,
- Not included in attempted hours between Fall 1972 and Summer 1976 and after Summer 1979.

1C - Incomplete Continuing - allowed only for students in the Math Lab and other non-traditional,
self-paced courses.

W - Official Withdrawal - used when a student officially withdraws from a course during weeks
three through ten{or two-thirds the length of the course). Included in attempted credits,

WP - Unofficial Withdrawal, Passing - used when a student unofficially withdraws from a course at
any point in the course and has a passing grade. Included in atlempted credits.

WF - Unofficial Withdrawal, Failing - used when a student unofficially withdraws from a course at
any point and has a failing grade. Included in attempted credis.
- Used prior to Fall 1872 and beginning Fall 1993,

NA - Unofficial Withdrawal, No Assessment - used when a student unofficially withdraws from a
course before the instructor has made any academic assessment. {ncluded in attempted
credits.

NR - grade not reported by faculty

NS - Never attended ("No Show") - this grade used when a student enrolls in a course but fails to

attend.

- Used Fall 1980 to Summer 1989 and beginning Fall 1993.
Grade "W/U" - used from Fall 1989 to Summer 1993. (not included in attempted hours)
- Used from Fall 1971 to Summer 1980 (included in attempted hours and computed in grade point
index). This grade indicated when a student unofficially withdrew from a course at any point curing
the course or when a student enrolied but did not attend any classes.
Grade "N/C” - used from Fall 1972 to Summer 1976. This grade indicated that no credit was reported
from the course.
Grade "AU" - Audit - this grade indicated that the student attended a lecture credit course without
having to meet the requirements. No credit is received for audited courses.
Grade “CH" - indicated that the student has taken an equivalency test [o receive cradit for the
course.
Grade XL - EXPERIENTAL LEARNING - a student who has a great deal of working experience in
a subject matter field may be given credit for that subject.
Grade “T" - indicated that the student fransferred the course from ancther institution. No grade value
is assigned to the course.
This grade is not computed in the cumulative grade point index.

*Followed by any grade are in-house credits. They are not counted in overall GPA, do not count
toward any degree or certificate, and will show on the transcript as 0 (zero) earned hours.

GRADE POINTS: Used in the calculation of the grade point index, regular courses with grades of
A% B, “C”, and “D” are converted into grade points by multiplying the number of course credits
times a grade value (A=4, B=3, C=2, D=1).

REPEATED COURSE POLICY - EFFECTIVE FALL 1982,

When a student retakes a course for whatever reason, only the highest grade earned will be
figured into his/her cumulative grade index, however, all of the grades received for the course will
appear on the student’s transcript. Repeated courses must be completed prior to the completion of
a degree or certificate program.

RE-ENROLL POLICY - EFFECTIVE FALL 1979 TO SPRING 1984,

When a student re-enrolls at the Community College after two semesters from the date of a
withdrawal, previous “F”, “W/U” and *{" grades will not be included in his or her cumulative grade point
index. (S)he will, howaver. be granted credit for all courses passed. EFFECTIVE FALL 1980 - a
student who retumns to the Community College after a break in continuous enrollment is held to
the degree requirements announced in the catalog for the year (s)he returns.

DEAN'S LIST

EFFECTIVE FALL 1999: A student is eligible for Dean’s List when (s)he is enrolled in a degree
program, eamns at least 12 credits per semester and achieves a current grade point average of 3.25
or higher for the semester with no grade lower than “C”.

FALL 1989 - SUMMER 1999: A student is eligible for Dean’s List when (s)he is enrolled in a
degree program, has accumulated at least 12 crediis, and has achieved a grade point average of
3.25 or higher with no grade lower than “C”.

PRIOR TO FALL 198%: A student was eligible for Dean’s List when (s)he was enrolled in a degree
program, enrolled in at least 12 credits per semester, and achieved a grade point average of 3.0
or higher for the semester with no grades lower than “C”. Students enrolled in the following
programs were not eligible for the Dean’s List for the periods listed: Phlebotomy, Fall 1987 - Spring
1988; Dental Assistant, Fall 1969 - Spring 1988; Practical Nursing, Fall 1973 - Spring 1986.
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
