Eastern Kentucky University was founded as
a state supported Normal School in 1906. It
became a four year state college in 1922, and
a state university in 1966. It is a degree

granting  institution at the associate,
baccalaureate, master, specialist, and
doctorate levels.
CALENDAR

Eastern Kentucky University operates under
the semester calendar, a semester being 17
weeks in length. There was a four week
Intersession and eight week summer session
which in 2002 was combined into one 12
week summer term. 2003 and 2004 had two
summer sessions up to eight weeks each.
2005-2007 has one 10 week summer session.
2008 and beyond has one 12 week summer
term. A 5 week winter term began December
2014. Winter term was reduced to four
weeks winter 2016.

Eastern Kentucky University operated under
the semester system from 1922-1942 and
1948 to the present. From 1943 to 1947 it
used the quarter system.

TRANSFER CREDIT

All undergraduate transfer credit accepted in
accordance with  University policy is
recorded. Prior to Fall 1983, transfer students
admitted with grade point averages less than
2.0 had the accepted credits evaluated on the
basis of the 2.0 (C) average.
