Our students are in a two-year graduate teacher education program, working towards their residency teaching certification and master's degree.  The goal of the Field Observation Placement is to prepare our students prior to two full quarters of full-time student teaching in the 2003-2004 academic year.

The student is to be placed with the same teacher both Winter Quarter (January 6 - March 21, 2003), and Spring Quarter (March 31 - June 13, 2002).
