Field Experience Liability Insurance

During all MIT field experiences, including student teaching internships and year one practica, MIT students are covered by a liability insurance policy issued by Lexington Insurance Company. This policy protects students against fraudulent or untrue allegations arising from performance of practicum or student teaching duties. The policy will NOT cover any damage or injury that was intended, any action that was not a direct consequence of performing your field experience duties, any action that was illegal, any action which involved the ownership or use of a vehicle, or any action that involved the dispersal or investigation of pollutants.

Under the conditions of this policy, in order to be covered you must report to the MIT Field Experience Officer any claim, or circumstances that you may reasonably believe may give rise to a claim, as soon as possible, but no later than one year after the end of the quarter during which the event took place. If you are involved in a claim, you are asked to cooperate with United Educators Insurance and the attorney they will appoint to defend you, including providing any information they may reasonably request. Finally, Lexington Insurance Company requires that you not admit any responsibility, make any payment or assume any other obligation related to the claim without their prior authorization.
