· Advancement to Candidacy Portfolios with faculty narrative evaluations
· Tests with feedback

· Student Teaching Portfolios that include filled in rubrics

· Copies of Self-Evaluations 

· Field Placement Journals with faculty notes included
· Web-based curriculum projects with peer and faculty feedback
