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BYLAW 1: Name

Professional Education Advisory Board for the Master in Teaching (MiT) Program and other teacher preparation programs at The Evergreen State College (TESC), herein referred to as the PEAB.

BYLAW 2: Purpose of the Professional Education Advisory Board

2.1 To provide advice to the MiT Program regarding the development, implementation and revision of teacher preparation programs and to provide a review of programs in accordance with WAC 180-78A-220 (1) Program Approval Standards for Approved Preparation Programs.

2.2 To recommend additions and/or modifications in professional teacher education programs at TESC in accordance with the intent of the specific requirements of WAC 180-78A-264 Approval Standard – Program Design, and WAC 180-78A-270, Approval Standard – Knowledge and Skills

2.3 To promote such cooperation and interaction as may be beneficial to the public and private schools and other agencies in the State of Washington.

BYLAW 3: Membership (In accordance with WAC 180-78A-207 and 209)

3.1 PEAB appointees must be employed in or reside in a school district with which the college or university has a current written agreement to provide field experiences for students involved in the preparation program.

3.2 The PEAB may authorize the appointment of additional representatives as long as one-half of the members meet the qualifications of 3.1.

3.3 The PEAB membership shall include at a minimum:

· Classroom teachers – at least half the voting members shall be classroom teachers, appointed by the president of the Washington Education Association plus one classroom teacher employed by a private school and appointed by the Washington Federation of Independent Schools.

· At least one principal appointed by the president of the Association of Washington School Principals.

· At least one school administrator appointed by the Washington Association of School Administrators.

· At least one college representative – to include the Director of the Teacher Education Programs.

· At least one ESA member.

3.4 Membership on the PEAB may be changed by a consensus of the voting members.

3.5 Appointments will continue as long as the member is willing and able to serve.

3.6  Replacements shall be recommended by the college representative, in accordance with Bylaws 3.1-3.3 and 4.1.

BYLAW 4: PEAB Management

4.1 The TESC representative to the PEAB shall be responsible for forming the Board to insure that each participating agency has the opportunity to influence the development, modification, and evaluation of the professional program.

4.2 The chair shall be selected annually by the membership.

4.3 The PEAB will meet three times per academic year.

4.4 Proposals that may lead to actions or decisions can be introduced by any PEAB member. For such decisions a minimum of half the voting members must be present. It is expected that all actions, decisions, and recommendations will be by consensus. If consensus cannot be achieved, the multiple viewpoints/recommendations will be documented. 

4.5 The chair, upon recommendation of the PEAB, may appoint special subcommittees for program development, review, and evaluation. Members on those committees may include non-

PEAB members.

4.6 Minutes of the PEAB will be forwarded to the Provost.

4.7 The chair and the TESC PEAB representative, using the instrument of the annual report, will notify the Superintendent of Public Instruction of any significant changes in the program.

4.8 The PEAB will annually review the program approval standards and suggest program changes as appropriate.

4.9 The PEAB will advise the Superintendent of Public Instruction regarding any suggested changes in administrative code affecting professional education for teachers.

4.10 In consultation with the PEAB chair and other members, the PEAB TESC representative will be responsible for preparing the minutes, agenda, and making all necessary meeting arrangements for each PEAB meeting. 

BYLAW 5: Adoption and Amendment of Bylaws

5.1 Adoption, amendment, and revision of bylaws shall be by consensus (see 4.4).
