4. What strategies did the program provide you to help you assess the positive impact you have on students? Have you been able to implement these strategies in your teaching?

5. How did the program keep you informed about your progress as a teacher-to-be? To what degree did the program’s assessment strategies ask you to reflect on and assess your own progress? Looking back, do you feel you received realistic feedback about your teaching capabilities?

6. One area of statewide concern has been the ability of teachers to use research-based strategies to diagnose and remediate reading problems. To what degree did your program help you with those skills?
