Some Things To Think About

Professional and Ethical Kinds of Things

Language – must be appropriate to a school setting at all times when around students, even if we’re around them outside of school..

Dress – should be appropriate and professional while at school.

Gossip – should be avoided at all times in the presence of students; probably good to avoid altogether.

Confidentiality – information which is confidential should not be shared with students or others.

Transporting Students - to be avoided under all circumstances unless staff member has a Type II license and is transporting students to an event.  Don’t give students a ride home, etc.

Hall Passes – every child in the hall during class should have a written hall pass.

Sending Students Out Of Class For Discipline Reasons – send referral to assistant principal.

Address – Students must always address staff by surnames, both on and off campus, at all times.  Students should never call teachers or coaches by their first names.

Being With Students – Always be professional in what we say and what we do.

Grading – Have grade expectations available for students and parents at the start of each semester and throughout the year.
