Dear Cooperating Teacher,

The purpose of the Tuesday Winter/Spring Field Experience Practicum is to provide teacher candidates with opportunities to extend their knowledge about students and learning and their skills in teaching.  Our objective is to extend and enrich the on-campus curriculum through classroom-based, hands-on experiences guided by you, an experienced teacher mentor.  We appreciate your willingness to work with us to support the development of this next generation of teachers!

The practicum requires that teacher candidates:

· Be present and participating in the classroom during the teacher’s school day. For secondary candidates, this is for the full school day. For elementary candidates, it is for the first half of the school day.
· Observe in the classroom and discuss teaching strategies. 
· Progressively work with students one-on-one, in small groups, and in the whole group.  This work may be a combination of assistance requested by the mentor and opportunities to try out strategies and assessments learned in on-campus methods groups.

· In spring quarter, teach a minimum of a three consecutive days that build on each other (mini-unit) of approximately one hour per day.  Candidates may be asked to teach a second unit if the classroom teacher agrees. The purposes of this unit, or units, are to help the candidates: 1) develop whole-group teaching skills; 2) begin to learn how to align teaching activities and objectives with state standards; 3) begin to learn how to use assessment and assessment data to inform instruction; and, 4) begin to learn how to evaluate whether her/his instruction is having a positive impact on student learning.  These are candidate performances required by state teacher certification standards.

Each preservice teacher has been assigned to work with a cooperating teacher-mentor and will be at your site on the following Thursdays:
