Your attendance is expected and needed for this registration/orientation meeting. We will begin at 9:00 am. You will have the opportunity that day to gain a fuller understanding of the intent and logistics of the program. Specifically, on that day you will be able to meet the other people in the program as well as some MIT alumni, register, have your picture taken, apply for your Evergreen identification card, buy your books for the quarter, and purchase a parking sticker. You will also turn in the completed State of Washington “Character and Fitness Supplement” form mentioned in your admissions letter along with your receipt showing proof of fingerprints having been done at the local ESD office. Later in the summer we will send some additional information by email about orientation.
Fall Quarter Schedule: The Fall Schedule has been finalized. The schedule for winter and spring quarters will be very similar. Please note this is not the same as the tentative schedule that was described in the MIT catalog.
