Students in Service Program

through AmeriCorp!

$1,000 award for 300 volunteer hours (within 1 year)

$1,250 award for 450 volunteer hours (within 1 year)

$2362.50 award for 900 volunteer hours (within 2 year)

You can use this money within 7 years of graduation as payment toward student loans, toward Professional Certification costs, or courses needed to add additional endorsements.

You qualify if your school has any of the following:


Title 1 Status



Free and Reduced Lunch percentage greater or equal to 50%



Student mobility percentage greater or equal to 40%



Minority student population percentage greater than or equal to 50%



Student drop-out rates greater than 5%

You additionally qualify if you are student teaching in:


Special Education



ELL/Bilingual Education



Math & Science Education

*A person can only qualify for two AmeriCorp rewards in a lifetime, so if you have already received money from AmeriCorp more than once, you may not qualify for this award.

*To enroll, you must bring a birth certificate, US Passport, or Permanent Resident Card.  Drivers’ licenses will not be accepted.
