Please read on regarding…
COURSE REGISTRATION!!
All new MES students must register for the first MES core course: graduate Conceptualizing our Regional Environment, or gCORE.  This course, and all other core courses, is offered Tuesdays & Thursdays, 6pm-10pm; it is 8 credits. Note that gCORE also has an overnight field trip October 6-7, 2016.
For those of you who intend to finish in 2 years (you can review 2 and 3 year sample schedules at the top of this page: http://www.evergreen.edu/mes/curriculum.htm), you should be taking 12 credits a term.  This means that you will need to take a 4-credit elective course in the Fall along with the 8-credit gCORE.  Here is a list of courses (both core & elective) offered this upcoming academic year: http://www.evergreen.edu/catalog/2016-17/mes/index.htm. 
This page lists the course titles with day/time and faculty.  If you click on the course name it will take you to the course description. This page has a lot of information including the Course Reference Number (CRN) and the room location (rooms aren’t scheduled yet). Extra course fees are also listed.  Not all details may be loaded at this time, but should be posted before the first day of class. If you forget how to get to the list of classes, just go to www.evergreen.edu/mes and click on the appropriate academic year under “For Current Students” on the left navigation bar.  
HOW TO REGISTER

To register for classes, go to my.evergreen.edu, click on “Register for and/or Drop Classes Here,” choose the correct term, and enter the appropriate CRN (listed with the class).  The CRN for gCORE is 10183.  Complete registration instructions with screenshots are attached. 
You may change the classes you register for at any time by logging back in to my.evergreen. Online changes must happen by the Friday before classes start (September 23); after that point you will need a faculty signature. Also, be aware that you must sign up and pay for the classes you intend to take by the Friday of the first week of classes (in this case, Sept 30). After that, there is a late registration fee.  
The longer you wait to register, the more likely you will end up on a waitlist for an elective (there is always a spot for you in the core classes). Keep in mind that a lot of the waitlists exist because students tend to register for more than one elective to “hold their spot” and then drop before classes start. Please avoid waitlist frenzy by only registering for one elective!  If you are waitlisted, it’s always a good idea to contact the faculty of the course in which you are interested to see if they’ll over-enroll the class. If the professor agrees to have you join the class, they can only let you in the first week of class either through allowing you in electronically in their my.evergreen account or signing off on this form the first week of class: http://www.evergreen.edu/registration/forms/regform.pdf.  Please submit the form to Registration & Records (they have a night drop box). More information about waitlists is in the attached document.
You’ll also see that Advanced GIS has a signature requirement to register. Priority for this class is given to current MES students who have taken Intro to GIS or the equivalent. If you are interested in registering for this class, please email Kevin Francis (francisk@evergreen.edu). He will then let you know if there is space available for you or if you have to get on the waitlist. This class is offered every year, so if you don’t get in this year, you will be prioritized the following year (if you take Intro to GIS or equivalent).
PRE-REQUISITES

Your admission letter will inform you whether or not there are still pre-requisites you need to take before the fall.  You can take classes at Evergreen this summer or at another institution – check out the pre-req guide for more info: http://www.evergreen.edu/mes/docs/prereqlist.pdf.  Once you finish your pre-req(s), please send official transcripts to our Graduate Admissions office (more details to come). Remember, they are due October 15, 2016.
SUMMER 2016 MES CLASSES

If you’re interested in getting a head start on your electives, you may take MES electives as a special student (non-enrolled student). Here is the list of summer electives (scroll down): http://www.evergreen.edu/catalog/2015-16/mes/index.htm and here are directions for signing up as a special student: http://www.evergreen.edu/mes/admission.htm#prior. Please note that MES special students can only sign up the first week of class with faculty permission and only 8 credits count toward your degree. Finally, here are the summer deadlines, costs, etc: http://www.evergreen.edu/summer/. Newly admitted students are not able to receive financial aid for summer courses. 
FUTURE PLANNING

Mark your calendars for mandatory orientation on Sept 20 (details coming later). When you arrive to orientation we will provide you with a schedule planner and the student handbook so you can plan the next 2-3 years. 
OTHER DETAILS

· Online registration for summer ends June 17. Fall’s deadline is September 23. For the first week, you can register online only after the faculty pre-approves you.  After June 24 or Sept 26, you’ll need to use the paper registration form: http://www.evergreen.edu/registration/forms/regform.pdf.

· You must register and pay for your courses by Friday, June 24 (summer) and Friday, Sept 30 (fall) or you will be charged a late registration and/or late tuition fee. 

· The maximum number of credits you may register for is 12.
