PLEASE READ: MES Spring Registration Instructions

MES students:

It’s that time to register for classes again, starting next Monday, March 7. Web registration ends on March 25 (Friday of spring break). Remember to register and pay by April 1 to avoid any fees. Please at least read the bolded parts of this email in order to have a smooth quarter!
For students in ESS this quarter who advance to candidacy: You will automatically be enrolled in Research Design & Quantitative Methods. If you see that you aren’t enrolled, it is because you have a hold on your account – please check with Registration and Records if this is the case. You must sign up for an elective on your own. Internships/Contracts are described further down.
To choose your elective: 15-16 classes are listed here: http://www.evergreen.edu/catalog/2015-16/mes/index.htm.  
For students taking thesis credits: You will receive another email with thesis CRNs and more instructions. Spring thesis CRNs are different than Winter CRNs.
For students who plan to do an internship or contract: Internships and/or contracts must be no more than 4 credits.  You are only allowed 8 credits maximum during your time with MES.  Generally, 10 hours/week equals 2 credits and 20 hours or more/week equals 4 credits. Sign up for these in your MyEvergreen under “Individual Study Contracts.”  Both internships and contracts require a faculty sponsor; internships also require a field supervisor signature. All contracts require the MES Director’s approval. Once approved by the director, you will be registered for the credits (in other words, you do not enter a CRN). Faculty sponsors, field supervisors, and the MES Director must approve by the Friday of the first week of the quarter or you will be charged a late registration fee, so be sure to start working on those contracts NOW! Some internships also require a site agreement. The system will walk you through what is required. Please read your student handbook for the exact policy.  
For students enrolled in any elective: Be sure to show up the first day of class. Faculty have the ability to drop students from the roster if they don’t show up to the first class meeting.

For students who are waitlisted or want to enroll in a class for which they didn’t register: 

Keep in mind that a lot of waitlists exist because students tend to register for more than one elective to “hold their spot” and then drop before classes start. Please avoid waitlist frenzy by only registering for one elective! Also, the longer you wait to register, the more likely you will end up on a waitlist for an elective (there is always a spot for you in the core classes).  If you are waitlisted, it’s always a good idea to contact the faculty of the course in which you are interested to see if they’ll over-enroll the class. If the professor agrees to have you join the class, they can only let you in the first week of class either through allowing you in electronically in their my.evergreen account or signing off on this form the first week of class: http://www.evergreen.edu/registration/forms/regform.pdf.  Please submit the form to Registration & Records (they have a night drop box). At this time, there are 5 summer classes available to MES students – Political Ecology, The Value of Natural Capital: Theory, Practice, & Policy, Energy Policy Analysis, Grant Writing Essentials, and Moscow to Kazan: A Cultural & Ecological Excursion (you should have already signed up for this one if you are going). Registration for all of them will be in May. Remember: 

· Online registration ends Friday, March 25. For the first week, you can register online only after the faculty pre-approves you.  After April 8, you’ll need to use the paper registration form: http://www.evergreen.edu/registration/forms/regform.pdf.
· You must register and pay for your courses by Friday, April 1 or you will be charged a late registration and/or late tuition fee. 

· The maximum number of credits you may register for is 12.
