Summer institute

-Martha – the issue with this is that the school won’t hire until September so how can we have an institute with new faculty?

New faculty

-Kevin – we are set up to have 6 full time faculty in the programming (5.5 lines -.5 Kevin, 5 faculty, .5 adjunct lines)

-electives: 4 fall, 4 winter, 3 spring (5 taught by full-time faculty, 6 by adjuncts-Bigley, Hamman, Pickett,  = .5 lines)

-green light to do 3 year contract with Dina (visitor)
-green light for one year contract with Kathleen (because she’s ABD, visitor)

-Erin has one year more year (visitor)
-green light to hire political ecologist or economist for 2 years (Peter Dorman interested in 2016, John Baldridge-visitor interested in future) – will likely have to be a search
-Green light to hire landscape ecologist or GIS for 2 years (Gerardo interested in future)

-could Ralph teach an elective occasionally? – this could maybe go to Peter Impara
-Martha – we need to make sure we can have someone who talks about political and economic structures.  Ralph was this person, but he’s retiring within 5 years

-We’re slowly going to transition these 5.5 lines to all be permanent positions vs. visitors

-ac affairs agrees that we need to be able to advertise our curriculum and know our 2 year curriculum.
-we’re shooting for 45. walter said even if we don’t get up to 45, we’ll still staff for 45 because we know it will happen in the future.

Confor
