TEDx programs are designed to give communities, organizations and individuals the opportunity to stimulate dialogue through TED-like experiences at the local level. TEDx events are fully planned and coordinated independently, on a community-by-community basis.

The Evergreen edition, or TEDxTheEvergreenStateCollege for short was planned by an ad-hoc committee of faculty, staff, and students who thought it was imperative that Evergreen start a dialogue about liberal education’s response to climate change and how to integrate it into our interdisciplinary model.
