1. Bachelor’s degree from an accredited institution of higher learning

2. A minimum grade point average of 3.0 for the last 90 quarter-hours (or equivalent) of work towards a Bachelor or Arts of Bachelor of Science degree

3. Evidence of writing, analytical and general communication skills of high quality and at a level appropriate for graduate study

4. Complete Undergraduate courses that include at least 15 quarter-hours in social science and 15 quarter-hours in biological or physical science.

5. Complete the following college-level courses (each worth 4 credits in a quarter system) within the 5 years prior to starting the MES Program

a. Microeconomic principles

b. Biology

c. Statistics

6. Complete the Graduate Record Examination (GRE) and have scores sent to Evergreen.

A student may be conditionally admitted pending completion of these requirements. If so admitted, the applicant must satisfy deficiencies and complete any refresher work prior to beginning first year course work in the MES Program.
