Miscellaneous Additions:

· If working on job-related research, make sure the scope is open to a wider audience

· If doing any research abroad, must fill out study abroad waiver

· If you do not enroll in thesis credits, yet we find you are working on your thesis, you must late register and pay late registration fee

· Thesis scheduling process for students who don’t present in Spring quarter

· Work w/MES office

· Advertise it on your own w/flier (office will send email)

· Must finalize by certain date

· Reader must attend

· Should only be on a Tue or Thu sometime between 4-6p

· Include steps for students to take if reader doesn’t respond in a timely manner

· Cannot work with non-MES readers unless permitted by director

· Printed copy submitted to library must be printed on one side of page.  Other copies can be double-sided.

· All copies of thesis should have readers sign approval page for each copy.  Student should also keep their own copy of the approval page

“New” 16 credit thesis
What it says now:

A major requirement for satisfactory work on the Thesis-Essay of Distinction is timely completion. Under exceptional and rare circumstances, your reader and the MES director may approve an extension, which is unlikely to extend beyond one quarter. A student granted such an extension must register for 4 additional credits. Failure to complete on time may result in a report of No Credit.

What it should say (summary):

Must finish by June 30 of thesis year; if not finished by that time, must be approved by committee to finish in fall.  If not finished by fall, must take thesis workshop again.

What it says now:

There are two thesis options for the MES degree: the 16-credit Thesis (which we

sometimes call just "Thesis") and the 8-credit Thesis-Essay of Distinction (or "Thesis-Essay" for short). Both options require that you engage in research on a topic of realworld interest and consider its political, economic, and scientific aspects. The topic may be one that you first identify when you prepare to register for thesis, or may be a topic of long-standing interest to you that you have already begun to research.

What it should say (summary):
After Case Studies, student takes 8 thesis credits for both winter and spring quarters for a total of 16 credits.  Students will be required to attend thesis workshop both quarters. This will reduce the elective credits to 24 (or 6 electives).
