· Conceptual Framework

· Developmentally Appropriate Teaching and Learning—from original, Don Finkel – Development: The Aim of Education.  How does a child/youth develop over time, what develops, and what are the mechanisms that enable that change? We do 2 pronged—helping our teacher candidates see the development over time of THEIR students, while modeling development for teacher candidate themselves.

· Democracy in Schooling—Community based, learner-centered, collaborative, to become active participants in a democracy, Dewey—school as microcosm of larger society.  Connection between reflectiveness and value in the community

· Multicultural/Anti bias—Where is democracy if you have excluded certain groups?  Value of multiple perspectives.

· Positive Impact on Student Learning

· Things teachers are doing to help students make progress toward EALRs and GLEs.  Data from students that demonstrate their progress.

· How are our candidates gathering the information to SEE Positive impact?

· Used to be, we moved from seat-based to performance-based, now evidence-based—evidence from their students  “personalized”—student can say what they are trying to learn, how they can get there, and where they are.

4. OCS

Been in existence for over 30 years, right now 23 students in school, max enrollment 28, 2 teachers, parent supported, run as a community based school.  See MIT as a great resource like to be able to tap into for mutual benefit, help strengthen program, improve as a school.  Would like to explore potential opportunities.  Also have immediate need—been at Geoduck house, TESC asked to move on.  Looking at different properties—in transition mode, not ready to move on from Goeduck house, develop relationship.  Lee Lyttle—here as a parent.  Mirrors Evergreen’s approach. Interdisciplinary experience.  Seemed disconnect that MIT wasn’t more involved.  A good time that MIT students can have some experience.  Practice at state level of being sued if private schools being used and others not, accused of discrimination.

Expanding beyond the student teaching link, to bring in students for practicum students.

Agreement with stipulations of agreements, roles on each side.

Further development of MIT program—pedagogically a strong link

Would parents be OK with MIT students experimenting on their kids?

Get on Master plan

Time to continue dialogue, then maybe pilot something next year?
