However, we do assume that you will be prepared to teach the EALRs.  See #2 below.  The Program start dates are the end of August/first of Sept. depending on the calendar and the first week of March. Courses can be listed in more than one category if appropriate but credits are only counted once.  If a course title does not specifically identify a content area, the you must submit additional verification. Acceptable documentation includes 1) copy of catalog course description and front cover, indicating name of institution and year course was taken, 2) syllabus, or 3) letter from the chair of the department.

3) Life experiences and/or independent study will be considered in lieu of specific coursework if judged appropriate by the MIT faculty.  Concisely describe on back page in the space provided.  Upon admission to the MIT Program, you may be asked to provide additional evidence of the life experiences and/or independent study.

4) Submit this form, any verification documents, and transcripts at the time of application.
