· The State of Washington has given approval at time of catalog publication to take the combined middle level math/science endorsement and separate it into two unique endorsements: middle level math and middle level science. Implementation of this change is expected to occur sometime during 2007- fall 2008. MIT students starting fall 2008 will still be able to pursue this dual endorsement.  MIT applicants for fall 2009 or later will not have this dual endorsement available to them.  Coursework expectations for the separate middle level math and the separate middle level science endorsement will be posted on the the MIT website when Evergreen receives state approval for these endorsements. Take the new WEST-E exams offered by NES (same testing company that does the WEST-B) starting Sept. 1, 2008 for endorsements in bilingual education, biology, chemistry, earth & space science, elementary education, English language arts, English as a Second Language, History, mathematics, middle level humanities, middle level math, middle level science, physics, science, social studies, theatre arts and visual arts. Do not take the Praxis II exams. For information, see the Professional Educator Standards Board at www.pesb.wa.gov.

Take either the Praxis II exams or the new WEST-E tests if available from NES for endorsements in bilingual education, early childhood education, elementary education, English as a second language, middle level math, middle level science, special education, Spanish, French and German.
