Middle Level Math-Science
The State of Washington is discontinuing the combined middle level math/science endorsement. MIT students starting fall 2008 will not be able to pursue this dual endorsement.  A separate middle level math, and a separate middle level science endorsement will be available pending approval from the Professional Educator Standards Board spring 2008. 
Middle Level Math

Evergreen expects state approval for this endorsement spring 2008. Check the MIT website for most current information. Minimum coursework expectations for this endorsement are 24 credits in math, including coursework in each of the following:

· college level algebra

· geometry

· calculus

· statistics

· discrete math including concepts such as logic, graph theory, linear programming

· other math, ethnomathematics or history of math recommended

Middle Level Science

Evergreen expects state approval for this endorsement spring 2008. Check the MIT website for most current information. Minimum coursework expectations for this endorsement are 28 credits, 4 credits in statistics and 24 credits in science to include significant lab experience and classes in all the following areas:

· Biology, to include animals, plants and humans

· Chemistry

· Physics

· Astronomy and/or Meteorology

· Geology and/or earth science

· Environmental Science

Bilingual Education:
