2) Submit a non-refundable $100 tuition deposit along with the enclosed tuition deposit form. Your deposit will be applied towards tuition for Fall Quarter, 2007. 

3) Register for the first year MIT program, CRN # 10582 and pay your tuition and fees.
Please note that you must have the official Centralia College transcript into Admissions by September 18, 2007 and you must have completed all of the requirements listed above by August 22, 2008. 

In addition, when you take course work during summer 2008 to fulfill your requirements, you must send a transcript to the Admissions Office documenting that coursework; that transcript must be received by November 1, 2008.
