Please have the following sent to the Office of Admissions at The Evergreen State College:

· Updated resume showing experience in public school elementary classrooms.
· Plan to finish remaining endorsement coursework. At this time, you need 4 credits in children’s and adolescent literature, 3 credits in math to include geometry and statistics, and 7 or more credits in social studies to include US history, civics (political science focusing on the American government), geography, economics and Pacific Northwest history. You need to outline how you will complete at least 6 or more of the above credits between now and mid-September, as you cannot enter the program with more than 8 credits left to do, and what credits you will complete in the summer between year 1 and 2 of the MIT program. You are encouraged to complete all or most of these credits prior to program entrance.
· An official Praxis II score. We have a faxed copy of your examinee score report we temporarily accepted last year, but have not received an official copy of your exam score from the testing company.

· Proof of an additional five credits in a writing course, or writing intensive course(s) to meet the MIT general prerequisites in writing. We have accepted the writing credits from ENG 101 and MUS 343.
Evergreen seeks the most highly qualified individuals for admission to the program, using qualitative and quantitative criteria.  Your file will be re-reviewed upon receipt of the above, and in comparison with other applicants to the program.
