The Admissions Committee also wants you to know that Evergreen’s MIT program is structured to cover the required elements of a teacher preparation program per state regulations, and thus is carefully designed by the faculty to provide the opportunities to acquire the necessary knowledge and skills to be an effective teacher.  There is much less opportunity for student generated curriculum than in the undergraduate offerings at Evergreen, although each MIT student does select his/her own Master’s project topic to research and evaluate.

To hold your place in the MIT class beginning September 2008, you will need to do the following within 30 days of the date of this letter. 

1) Inform the Office of Admissions, in writing, of your decision to accept or decline this offer of admission at: Admissions Office, The Evergreen State College, Olympia, WA  98505-0002 

2) Submit a non-refundable $100 tuition deposit along with the enclosed tuition deposit form. Your deposit will be applied towards tuition for Fall Quarter, 2008. If your deposit is not received within 30 days of the date of this letter this offer of admission expires and your place in the MIT program may be given to another applicant.

Please note that you must complete have completed the requirement listed above by August 21, 2009. 

Also note, you must send an official transcript(s) to the Office of Admissions that documents any coursework you take between the time you applied to the program and the start of the program. This transcript(s) must be received by November 1, 2008. Finally, if you take course work during summer 2009 to fulfill your requirements, you must send a transcript to the Admissions Office documenting that coursework; that transcript must be received by November 1, 2009. 

A required orientation session will be held, tentatively on Saturday, September 20, 9 am – 4 pm, and the program begins September 29, 2008. Over the coming months you will be receiving information about orientation and registration. If you are interested in applying for financial aid and scholarships, you are encouraged to do so as soon as possible.
