Congratulations! I am pleased to offer you conditional acceptance to the Master in Teaching (MIT) Program at The Evergreen State College, starting September 24, 2008. You have been accepted as a candidate seeking an endorsement in Theatre Arts.
Based on the decision of the admission committee, your admission is conditional pending completion of the following requirements:

Official passing WEST-B scores

Official passing WEST-E score in Theatre

Documentation of experience in a public high school class(es).

Additional study in theatre design and construction is recommended.

The Admissions Committee also noted your interest in a History endorsement. Unfortunately, you do not have the necessary pre-requisite coursework to support this endorsement DURING the MIT Program. With your strong theatre preparation and with several other newly admitted MIT students in theatre, the Admissions Committee has made an exception to its policy of candidates needing a second endorsement to go along with the Theatre endorsement for you as long as you are aware that only having this endorsement may have limited employment prospects. You are encouraged to take the history coursework after finishing the MIT program if you are still interested or to finish the endorsement prerequisites during 2008-2009 and to reapply to MIT for fall 2009. 

To hold your place in the MIT class beginning September 2008, you will need to do the following within 30 days of the date of this letter. 

1) Inform the Office of Admissions, in writing, of your decision to accept or decline this offer of admission at: Admissions Office, The Evergreen State College, Olympia, WA  98505-0002 

2) Submit a non-refundable $100 tuition deposit along with the enclosed tuition deposit form. Your deposit will be applied toward tuition for Fall Quarter, 2008. If your deposit is not received within 30 days of the date of this letter, this offer of admission expires and your place in the MIT program may be given to another applicant.

Please note that you must complete the testing requirements and documentation of experience in a public high school listed above by September 12, 2008. 

Also note, you must send an official transcript(s) to the Office of Admissions that documents any coursework you take between the time you applied to the program and the start of the program. This transcript(s) must be received by November 1, 2008. Finally, if you take course work during summer 2009 to fulfill your requirements, you must send a transcript to the Admissions Office documenting that coursework; that transcript must be received by November 1, 2009. 

A required orientation session will be held, tentatively on Saturday, September 20, 9 am – 4 pm, and the program begins September 29, 2008. Over the coming months you will be receiving information about orientation and registration. If you are interested in applying for financial aid and scholarships, you are encouraged to do so as soon as possible.
