Thank you for your application to the Master in Teaching (MIT) Program at The Evergreen State College. After careful consideration of you application materials, I am recommending you consider taking the next year to further strengthen your preparation for the MIT Program and then reopen your application after October 1, 2008 and before April 29, 2009 for consideration for fall 2009. Your academic record to date is uneven with withdrawals and poor grades throughout, and you currently have 27 credits left to do towards your endorsements with no clear plan about how those would be finished by this September. 

Finishing your endorsement coursework with strong grades by next winter or spring, and passing your WEST-E test would be new evidence to the Admissions Committee of your ability to do graduate level work. Some of the classes you listed on your endorsement worksheets such as biology and MTH 112 could not be used as the grades were below a C, which is the minimum level needed per state regulations for endorsement coursework. At this time you still need the following:
4 credits in children’s and adolescent literature (this is offered twice here each summer)

3 credits in geometry

8 credits of science to include biology and some science with a lab component
4 credits in economics

4 credits in language skills and structure (such as Evergreen’s summer course “Grammar for Teachers and Writers”)

4 credits in multicultural literature (American authors of color) or proof of multicultural literature content in prior English courses

By taking the above coursework, you will also be better prepared to take and pass the WEST-E tests for elementary education and middle level humanities. These tests need to be passed as part of applying to the program. The new WEST-E tests are available beginning this September at www.west.nesinc.com.
