2) Submit a non-refundable $100 tuition deposit along with the enclosed tuition deposit form. Your deposit will be applied toward tuition for Fall Quarter, 2008. If your deposit is not received by September 19, 2008, this offer of admission expires.

Please note that you must have completed the requirement listed above by August 21, 2009. 

Also note, you must send an official transcript(s) to the Office of Admissions that documents any coursework you took between the time you applied to the program and the start of the program. This transcript(s) must be received by November 1, 2008. Finally, if you take course work during summer 2009 to fulfill your requirement, you must send a transcript to the Admissions Office documenting that coursework; that transcript must be received by November 1, 2009. 

A required orientation session will be held on Saturday, September 20, 9 am – 4 pm, and you must register and pay your first quarter tuition and fees by September 24th.
