Dear Brad:

Your request to add a middle level math endorsement to your educational goals within MIT has been reviewed along with your relevant background. At this time, I am tentatively approving this request if the following plan is successfully implemented by you:

1. Take and pass the CLEP exam at the acceptable level in College Level Mathematics by January 2010 to refresh your math knowledge and prepare you for math pedagogy within MIT.

2. Take two math classes summer 2010 from Evergreen or another regionally accredited college in geometry, discrete math and/or statistics with at least a 2.0, C or satisfactory evaluation (8 credits).

3. Take and pass the CLEP exam at the acceptable level in Calculus by end of August 2010.

4. Take and pass the WEST-E in middle level math by end of August 2010.

Between the precalculus course you already have on your transcript, the credits you will obtain from CLEP testing and summer coursework (with MIT’s policy of not having more than 8 credits left to for an endorsement at time of program entrance), you should have covered the minimum content knowledge areas for the middle level math endorsement. Then you will be prepared to student teach in middle level math for spring 2011.

If you choose to not follow the above plan, please let us know. While you can participate in math pedagogy study within MIT, you would not be allowed to student teach in math or to earn the endorsement by the end of the program. You would need to work with Assistant Director of Teacher Education Programs Maggie Foran to develop a plan to finish the endorsement after completing MIT.
