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The Evergreen State College does not assign numeric GPA scores to students.  In order to award 2nd year ACG, SMART, and TEACH grants we have developed this GPA equivalency policy.

This GPA equivalency policy will apply to students in the following situation:

· Sophomore students who meet all other eligibility requirements for 2nd year of ACG.

· Junior or Senior students who meet all other program eligibility requirements to receive a SMART grant.

· A graduate student who is enrolled in the approved Masters in Teaching program that doesn’t meet any other eligibility requirement for the TEACH grant program.

GPA Eligibility

· Students above, while attending Evergreen, must receive narrative evaluations that are equivalent to a cumulative 3.00 GPA or above for ACG/SMART and a cumulative 3.25 GPA or above for TEACH by the faculty, Registrar and/or Academic Dean.
· The GPA will be documented via an electronic GPA Equivalency worksheet that will be provided to the  Financial Aid Office each quarter that eligibility is required to  be monitored.
· The GPA will use the following GPA Equivalency scale to determine the student’s cumulative GPA for the purposes of the ACG, SMART, and TEACH programs.
