
Evergreen’s Master in Teaching Program

A full-time, two-year professional teacher preparation program resulting in a MIT degree (96 graduate credits) and recommendation to The Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) for a Residency (beginning) Teaching Certificate with approved endorsement(s) for the State of Washington.  It has been offered at TESC since 1990.
You can get much information on the MIT program, at the MIT web page: www.evergreen.edu/mit. There are six 10-week quarters, which includes two quarters of student teaching.  Some attributes of the program mirror the Evergreen undergraduate experience – non-graded, integrated (not separate classes), team-taught, intensive reading/writing, narrative evaluations. The program incorporates the education coursework and practicums covering 25 required knowledge and skill areas by state law to be certified to teach in kindergarten through grade 12 (grade levels one can teach depend on one’s subject specialty/endorsement area). 

A 45-60 member cohort starts once per year, in Fall, with first year being usually 3 days a week on campus, plus 1 day a week in schools; and second year full time student teaching fall and spring, with winter quarter 2-3 days a week on campus. Placements are in schools within 30 miles of TESC. For an idea of hours and topics/assignments, see program syllabi at the individual program pages at: www.evergreen.edu/mit/programwebsites.htm
Other aspects include the requirement of a Master’s Research Project, a focus on the theme of anti-bias/multicultural perspective, and a special theme for each cohort.

The program goes through re-accreditation every five years and is up for review again in Oct. 2007. 

The MIT program is not a Master’s in Education for current teachers, nor is it a program for students wanting to become college teachers. 

Requirements regardless of teaching area include completion of a bachelor’s degree prior to program entrance, 3.0 gpa or equivalent for last 90 credits of college coursework, completion of basic skills program prerequisites in math, social sciences and writing (see application pg. iii). Applicants must also take and pass a basic skills test (WEST-B) and an endorsement knowledge test (appropriate Praxis II subject assessment). The program is for students that have completed all or most of their endorsement coursework (subject specialty) prior to entering MIT. Each endorsement area (elementary education, Social Studies, Biology, etc.) has expected content coursework which can be found under content preparation expectations and endorsement worksheets on the MIT website.  Depth and breadth is expected. Students work with MIT advisor and certification officer Maggie Foran for review of their transcripts to determine credits completed and needed towards endorsements.

Students may discuss meeting some of the coursework expectations with less than the listed credits by submitting a narrative documenting their background, past professional or volunteer work, workshops and seminars, and applicable life experience towards the expected area(s) of credit, and endorsement competencies. Endorsement competencies are at the OSPI website at: www.k12.wa.us/certifiation/profed/competency.aspx. Additional evidence may be requested. Approval will be decided by the MIT Director, faculty and staff.

The best time to apply is in Fall and Winter– applications are accepted starting Oct. 1 with an early admission deadline of Jan. 2nd. The final deadline is mid-April, for fall 2007 that is April 16th. Applications on a space available after deadline.
