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Preparing for MIT at The Evergreen State College with ELL endorsement
First, the endorsement policies (see: http://www.evergreen.edu/mit/endorsementpolicies.htm) of the MIT program at Evergreen include:

1)  Most if not all endorsement coursework should be completed prior to entrance into MIT. 

2) Endorsement coursework can be planned and/or in progress at time of application to MIT, but once conditionally admitted to the program, new students must show at orientation in September that they have a bachelor’s degree and no more than 8 credits left to do for their endorsement(s)

3) Students with an ELL endorsement must have a second endorsement area, preferably in a content area such as elementary education, middle level humanities, secondary English language arts, etc.

The ELL endorsement coursework includes:

English Language Learners (ELL)

Minimum expectations for this endorsement are 20 credits from a specific set of five courses. These can be completed at Evergreen or elsewhere for entrance into MIT. At Evergreen, the courses are offered in a sequence beginning one summer and concluding the next. For information contact MIT advisor Maggie Foran, 360-867-6559. For MIT admissions purposes another endorsement is required with this endorsement, preferably from a content endorsement such as elementary education, science, math or social studies.

· Linguistics for teachers of English language learners — 4 graduate level credits as state resident (if already have BA degree) summer 2010, approximately June 28 to Aug 5. Approximate cost based on current tuition rates and fees: $952.40  If don’t have BA and take as an undergraduate, than $756
· First and second language acquisition theory — 4 credits, fall 2010 one night a week beginning Sept. 27 and concluding Dec. 17,  $952.40 as noted above
· Literacy development for English language learners — 4 credits winter 2011 one night a week beginning Jan. 3 and concluding March 18, $952.40 as noted above
· Content area ELL methods — 4 credits spring 2011 one night a week beginning March 28 and concluding June 9, $952.40 as noted above
· Assessment for ELLs — 4 credits summer 2011 beginning June 27 and concluding Aug 5,  $952.40 as noted above
Total for 20 credits in ELL: $4762 not inclusive of books, books estimate up to $500

A second endorsement as mentioned is required, but no estimate can be given as do not know what the second endorsement of interest is, and would have to evaluate transcripts to see what work has already been done, and what work would need to be completed. So for instance, if one wanted elementary education, an applicant would likely need a Children’s Literature course and a Pacific Northwest History Course. Both of these are 4 undergraduate level courses each and could be taken here in summer, or could be found at a community college. For these two courses here in a summer approximate cost would be: $1897.80 and approximately $100 for books
