New WEST-E Implementation Schedule

Washington State requires a passing score on the applicable Washington Educator Skills Test –Endorsement (WEST-E) as a qualification for endorsement. The WEST-E is currently a specific Praxis II test administered by Educational Testing Systems. New WEST-E tests aligned with revised endorsement competencies are under development by National Evaluation Systems and will be implemented in two phases.  

The table below shows New WEST-E tests required for all Phase I endorsements earned beginning 9/1/2008, and for all Phase II endorsements earned beginning 9/1/2009. Exceptions, where necessary to avoid unintended consequences, are also noted.
