She needs to complete for Elementary education:

10 credits in math to include some algebra, geometry and statistics

3 credits in health and fitness topics

8 credits in science to include some biology and some lab experience

some (1-2 credits minimum) in Pacific Northwest history

4 credits (course) in children’s and adolescent literature

For the ELL endorsement she needs:

4 credit summer 2010 course: Linguistics for Teachers of English Language Learners 

4 credit fall 2010 course: first and second language acquisition theories for ELL

4 credit winter 2011 course: Literacy Development for ELL

4 credit spring 2011 course: Content Area ELL Methods

4 credits summer 2011 course: Assessment for ELLs

Ms. Wagner has 12 prior credits in ESL coursework form summer 2004-spring 2005, but the state’s endorsement requirements had changed since then, and updated coursework is required. Grace Huerta, current faculty member for the ELL endorsement would have to approve any waiver of the above current sequence of credits.
