Moodle-based work:
Posting your work, reading others’ work, and responding to each other will take about ten hours in total during this intensive course.

Credits:
This course works as a series of workshops that require preparation outside of class and assume you complete work in class. If you have to miss a class, you will need to make-up the work done during that session in addition to completing an additional assignment. This course also works on a mastery approach—you have to get the exercises right to get full credit. Revisions are welcomed and expected throughout. All exercises, except your index cards, are to be typed, and they are due in class on the dates listed on the syllabus.

Assignments:
The following exercises are tied to select readings in Grammar to Enhance and Enrich Writing (GEEW) and Wild Mind (WM). 
#1: Summarize the argument made in the preface of GEEW (one paragraph) and then write a response in which you integrate your notes from the first class conversation about the teaching/learning of grammar (two or three paragraphs). Clearly differentiate between your summary of the argument—what Weaver says—and your response—what you think.

#2: Make 11 index cards paraphrasing the grammar basics given in GEEW—Weaver’s first eight points, plus one each for phrases and clauses, and one more for basic sentence parts. Bring these cards to class.

#3A and #3B: Summarize the arguments made in chapter two and chapter three of GEEW. In your summary, be sure to identify key terms and important ideas. Underline terms and ideas to make it easy for others’ to see your thinking. Post these summaries on moodle. (One page max for each chapter.)

#4: Working with WM pg. 38 or 39, make a plan for your writing practice for the next three weeks.

#5A and #5B: Outline the arguments made in chapters 5 and 6 of GEEW, identifying key terms and important ideas. Underline the key terms, and post on moodle. (One page max for each chapter.)

#6: Working with WM pgs. 89-91, write an essay on home. (Two pages minimum.) Bring an extra copy to class.
#7: Identify two important ideas in each of the following chapters in GEEW: 7, 8, 9, and 10. Write a short paragraph for each of these eight ideas explaining what the idea is, and why it is important. Include page references, and highlight key terms. Post on moodle. 

#8: Make two word lists—one of words you really like and one of words you use all the time and don’t think much about. See WM, pgs. 194-195 for reference.

#9: Revise your home essay based on feedback/conversations in class, and then using ch. 11 in GEEW, annotating your “rocks and mortar”.

#10: Write a short personal narrative (two to three pages), using any of the relevant prompts in WM or the lifemap strategy on pg 227 of GEEW. 

#11: Select one of the following chapters in GEEW and summarize the argument, identify key terms, and explain why these ideas are important to you. Post on moodle. 

#12: Write a reflection on your learning so far about how to help others (and yourself) write better, using grammatical conventions and knowledge as a tool. 

The final reflection becomes the basis for your self-evaluation as well.
