MIT 2006 graduate statistics are not yet in a state published report. That annual report for 2006-2007 should come out in fall 2007. Statistics on the 2006 graduates were due to OSPI March 2007. Out of 39 graduates, 34 had full time teaching positions for an 87% placement rate.

MIT 2005 grad statistics are in the state ’05-’06 report. Our placement rate was 76%.

MIT 2004 grad statistics are in the state ’04-’05 report. Our placement rate was 86%.

MIT 2003 grad statistics are in the state ’03-04 report.  Our placement rate was 81%.

MIT 2002 grad statistics are in the state ’02-03 report. Our placement rate was 67%.
