Curricula used in schools MIT works with, primarily districts in ESD 113, parts of ESD 121 (especially Tacoma), and North Mason district in ESD 114:

Elementary Level:

Everyday Math is used by 19 districts including Centralia, Rochester, Toledo
Investigations is used by 6 districts including Tacoma, Clover Park, Oakville, Peninsula

Math Trailblazers is used by 4 districts including Olympia, North Thurston, Yelm and Raymond

Math Expressions is used by Chehalis

Middle School:

CMP is used by 21 districts (we have on hand in the Curriculum Room,)

Math Thematics is used by Tacoma and Raymond
Prentice Hall is used by four districts (Boisfort, Morton, Napavine, Cosmopolis)

High School:

Holt is used only by Rochester
