What follows is some important information about admission, registration, course scheduling and financial aid. If you have any questions, feel welcome to contact Randee, at gibbonsr@evergreen.edu.
Your admission to the MPA program requires that you participate in a one (1) quarter credit public or non-profit sector internship before you graduate from the MPA program. This internship is a requirement for students with limited professional experience (less than one year) in public policy or public and non profit administration. Please note that if you believe you have the requisite experience, you may petition this decision to the MPA Director after you begin the MPA program.  

This offer of admission is dependent upon successful completion of any academic work currently in progress.  
Fall 2012 course registration will begin on Monday, May 21, 2012. Registration instructions and information about Fall courses will be emailed to your Evergreen email address in early May. 

Fall quarter courses begin on Monday, September 24, 2012. However, we will be starting classes for first year MPA students a bit earlier, with an intensive Friday evening/Saturday all-day Orientation to the MPA program. Orientation will be held either on: (1) Friday, September 14/Saturday, September 15 or (2) on Friday, September 21/Saturday, September  22. We will finalize the dates in Spring 2012 and inform you via email. Please note that all new students are required to attend Orientation.  
If you wish to apply for financial aid, the first step is to complete the federal student aid form, the “FAFSA”. The 2012-13 FAFSA will be accessible after January 1, 2012. To guarantee eligibility for all need-based MPA scholarships, tuition waivers, and other forms of “free money” assistance, the deadline to complete the FAFSA is March 1, 2012. To apply for MPA financial assistance, complete the MPA Financial Aid Application for 2012-2013 – deadline in March 2012 to be determined.
