Doing Admin – asked the question to the group: what are the absolute essentials of “doing” administration (several employers in attendance): communication, critical thinking, teamwork, conflict mgmt, analytical skills, people skills, political sensibilities- constrained by environment, change agent, policy chops, mnging stress, tangibility, teach skill sets not values (tribal context) – note: very little content here – mostly skills and capacities.

From Stephen:

Stephen’s experience this quarter in first year Core: writing has been a constant issue and challenge; some kind of diagnostic work around writing would be helpful, know what students need, what strategies, passed forward to next faculty member (continuity, exchange of information or follow up for folks teaching in Core and electives). Hand off from quarter-to-quarter information to faculty.

Solutions:  summer “boot camp” (writing, using the computer for diagnosis).  Do some diagnostic exercise at Orientation.

Consistency, constancy – technology, tools to support (class lists, etc.); protocols (how often students check mailboxes, basic mechanics of how we structure Moodle, expectations on both sides).

Oral presentation skills (speaking): what are expectations?  Are we training?  Encourage creating a safe environment where students are given basic preparation and skills in presentation and given safe opportunities throughout the year to practice.
