Program

The entire program is designed to serve working adults; specifically those students traveling from outside the city of Olympia and the state of Washington. To serve those students, our courses are taught in an intensive format, meeting four sessions each quarter (two sessions for core course and two sessions for the concentration course). Each session is 20 hours long and meets Fridays, Saturdays and Sundays. The Tribal Concentration reflects the diversity of issues addressed by the Tribes, including: health, housing, education, youth, welfare, land use, law enforcement, human resources, transportation, fiscal policy and economic development.
