Team taught by faculty members with different specializations within public administration, and Core courses meet on Thursday evenings from 6-10pm (Public & Nonprofit Administration and Public Policy concentrations) or on three intensive weekends each quarter (Tribal Governance concentration). Students enter the program with their cohort and typically move through Core coursework sequentially with that cohort. All Core courses are six credits each.
