Energy Policy

This course is a graduate-level course and an MPA and MES elective. Seats may be available for upper division undergraduate students.

Prerequisites: Signature of instructor, Junior or Senior standing

CRN: 40129 (UG), 40130 (GR)

U.S. energy policies are under attack due to global climate change, rising energy prices, and fears that supplies are rapidly running out. This course will provide an introduction to the study of energy, including concepts, categories, and measurement, and the relationship between energy use and economic development. We will study energy sources and products (oil, gas and electricity), policy instruments and frameworks, important policy issues and options, and their local, global and environmental implications.

Credits awarded: 4 credits in energy policy

Grant Writing Essentials

4 credits full session

This course is a graduate-level course. Seats may be available for upper division undergraduate students.

We will start with an introduction to grants and their place in  the development of nonprofit organizations and learn the sound planning skills needed for strong proposals. Students will write a grant for a nonprofit organization, getting feedback on each section as it is developed.  A list of organizations seeking grant writing assistance will be provided. Using interactive learning, panel discussions and assigned tasks, we will focus on planning, research, evaluation techniques, budgeting, and how to effectively communicate issues and needs in a clear and concise manner.

The Art and Science of Project Management, Part II

This course will provide instruction on the final three components of the project life cycle: execution, monitoring and controlling, and project closing. Your project charter is signed and your project plan is complete. Now it's time to implement the plan and finish the work. But what happens when (not if) your plan doesn't unfold as expected? How can you make sure contractors and vendors perform as promised? What is the secret power weapon against scope creep? When do you tell your boss your project is in trouble? Bring real life "project traumas" to class, and we will explore the art and science of keeping a project within scope, schedule, and budget. 

This course is a graduate level course. Upper division undergraduate students are welcome.

Credits awarded: 2 credits in project management.

The Business of Art: From Casinos to Galleries and Everything in Between

Theory meets practice in this nuts-and-bolts class. Students explore each aspect of an arts organization as they systematically plan their own program from vision to mission statement to implementation. Topics examined include business plans, funding sources, human resource concerns and legal issues.

This course provides an elective for MPA students interested in non-profit arts organization, especially in the MPA Tribal Governance track.

Credits awarded: 4 credits in arts management

OTHER GRADUATE ELECTIVES

Chernobyl, Ukraine and the Nuclear Renaissance

4 graduate or 6 undergraduate credits second session

MTuWThF, 10a-4p July 28 through August 8 and August 27-29. August 11-25/26 travel to Kyiv, Ukraine. Students may do last three days independently with instructor permission. 

Prerequisites: Signature of instructor; Junior, Senior or graduate standing; one year study in environmental studies or in political economics

Required Fees: A deposit of $2,750 (double occupancy) or $2,900 (single occupancy) is required by 5, Friday, April 25 2008.  This deposit covers return airfare to Kyiv, Ukraine; airport transfer in Kyiv; hotel costs in Kyiv; local mass transit in Kyiv; and all other class support costs.  This fee does NOT include tuition, room and board in Olympia, airport transfer to SeaTac, book costs, food costs in Ukraine, or costs for souvenirs and incidentals.  The actual costs of the class may vary depending upon inflation rates in Ukraine, airfares, and the value of the U.S. dollar.  We estimate at this time (January 2008) that this deposit is sufficient to offer the class if approximately 12 people enroll.  Once paid, this deposit is non-refundable, except at Evergreen's option.  If the class is not offered due to insufficient enrollment, the entire deposit will be promptly returned.

Special expenses: $400 for meals and personal expenses while in Ukraine (in addition to $2,750 or $2,900 deposit)

CRN: 40127 (UG), 40128 (GR)

This course examines the proposals for a revival of the nuclear power industry in the US and elsewhere. This industry ceased expansion after accidents at Three Mile Island (1979) and Chernobyl (1986). A two-week field excursion to Kyiv, Ukraine, provides an opportunity to study first hand the causes and consequences of the Chernobyl accident. Students will prepare a final paper analyzing whether the Chernobyl accident should affect the proposed revival of nuclear power.

This course provides a field experience and develops skills of drawing information from interviews for further analysis and discussion.

Credits awarded: 4 graduate or 6 undergraduate credits in energy and environment: science and policy

Engaged Political Ecology

4 credits first session

This course explores the young field of political ecology, which combines social and biophysical sciences in the pursuit of sustainability and justice. Students will study political ecology research and effective means of communicating scientific findings to empower the disadvantaged to improve their environments and lives. Guest speakers will share current work in these areas. Graduate students will make class presentations and demonstrate graduate-level theoretical and analytical skills in all assignments.

This course is a graduate-level course and an MES elective. Upper division undergraduate students are welcome.

Credits awarded: 2 credits each in interdisciplinary environmental studies and writing

Sustainable Forestry for the 21st Century

5 undergraduate credits, 4 graduate credits second session

Prerequisites: Introductory Biology or Environmental Studies or equivalent

Required Fees: $100 for field trip expenses including van rentals

CRN: 40164 (UG), 40165 (GR)

Sustainable forest management has become a guiding principle for many land management organizations. To achieve this goal, managers have to face complex ecological challenges such as altered fire and disturbance regimes, changing global environmental regimes, the introduction of exotics, and landscape fragmentation. Superposed on these challenges are increasingly sophisticated societal demands and the economic realities of globalization. This course explores the diverse dimensions of sustainable forestry and provides hands on experience applying the methods being employed to restore forested ecosystems in the Pacific Northwest towards the goal of sustainability. This upper division course is an MES elective.

Credits awarded: 5 undergraduate or 4 graduate credits in ecology
