“Political economy” concerns principles on which our economy is organized, grounded in moral philosophy.  The course starts by developing ecological economics principles and a political economy of sustainability to address current ecological, social and economic crises, then contrasts these against dominant growth economics, assesses main themes and modern schools of Western economic thought, emphasizing the limits of markets and government roles shaping markets, and outlines practical policies and business models to create a sustainable economy.
