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INTERGOVERNMENTAL RELATIONS
This course is designed to encompass the field of intergovernmental relations from the perspective of tribal nations.  Government-to-government relations, including State to Tribe, Tribe to Tribe, US to Tribe, and Tribe to international indigenous peoples comprise different levels of governmental relations explored in this course. In the second session, the focus will move to the development of intergovernmental relations in terms of treaties, agreements and mechanisms of collaboration and consensus as tools in contemporary government relationships.  Areas of intergovernmental relations to be covered include tax agreements, land and water based agreements and health and human services agreements.
