Description:  The class introduces the use of statistics in the social sciences. The first half of the course presents techniques for organizing distributions, summarizing their key properties, describing the relative standing of individual scores, and measuring relations between pairs of variables.  In the second half of the course, hypothesis testing is examined using a variety of common parametric and nonparametric procedures.

Objectives:  1) Become an informed consumers of statistics, that is, be able to correctly interpret the meaning and appropriateness of statistics presented in the mass media as well as more specialized publications.  2) Be able to select and implement statistical procedures appropriate for addressing a variety of research questions.  3) Develop a theoretical background that supports advanced study of statistics.

Prerequisites:  Mathematics Proficiency Clearance.  (Appendix A of the text reviews needed math skills).

Class Procedures: Our class will meet 5 days a week.  There will be one homework assignment and a quiz each week (homework counts 20% of your grade). The answers to the homework assignments will be provided in class after the assignment is handed in.  There will also be a midterm and a final.  You are required to take all the quizzes and the 2 exams.  However, since the midterm will cover the same topics covered by the 4 quizzes that precede it, you may be able to throw out your first 4 quiz grades and have only your midterm grade count, providing your midterm grade is higher than the average grade of the 4 preceding quizzes.  The final will be a take-home test that is due in final exams week.
