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MPA Tribal Scholarship

The Evergreen State College Masters Program in Public Administration is pleased to announce the creation of the MPA Tribal Scholarship.  The goal of the scholarship is to provide financial assistance to students in the program’s tribal governance concentration.  For the 2004-2006 cohort of the tribal governance concentration, we will award ten (10) scholarships of $1,500 each. The selection committee will give primary consideration to the applicant's potential to use their education and experience to benefit tribal or indigenous communities.  A secondary consideration is financial need.  The deadline for applications is 6 p.m. October 25, 2004. 

To be eligible for an award, applicants must be:

1. Accepted into The Evergreen State College Masters Program in Public Administration, tribal governance concentration. 

2. Have an interest in benefiting tribal and indigenous communities. 

3. Have financial need.

To apply:  Applicants must submit the following materials:

1. Applicants must complete and submit the TESC graduate program financial aid application if they have not already done so (attached). 

2. Each applicant must submit a one-page letter of application summarizing their educational goals.  This letter must state how they will use their education and experience to benefit tribal or indigenous communities. 

3. Applicants must state in their application letter if they have received or will receive educational funding from tribal governments or other sources that will be used to support their completion of the MPA degree.
