How do I accept or decline my Work Study award offer?
You can do this online or by email:
 

Online: Log into the “Accept Award Offer by Aid Year” section of your MyEvergreen account, select the 2011/2012 academic year and choose the option to accept or decline your award.  
 

Via Email: You can also send an email to the Financial Aid Office at finaid@evergreen.edu with a request to accept or decline your award.  If you choose this option, please make sure to include your full name and Evergreen assigned student ID number so that they can access your account.
 

In some cases, graduate students that decline a Federal Work Study award may be eligible for additional loan offer(s) up to the amount of the declined award.  If you are declining your award and are interested in this option, please send an email to Financial Aid at the address above and include your request to be offered additional loan eligibility.
 

How does the Federal Work Study program work?  
The Work Study program subsidizes all or a portion of student wages for an employer, which allows for the creation of many more jobs than would otherwise be available.  Because of this, work study students are highly sought after as employees. You are offered a fixed amount that you can earn while you are in school to help you with your educational and living expenses.  You are limited to working 19 hours per week during class sessions, but can work up to 40 hours during breaks and evaluation weeks (at the discretion of your employer). 
 

How do I find a job?  
When you are awarded Work Study you are not automatically placed in a job.  It is up to you to locate a suitable position and to find out about the application and/or interview process. Opportunities for Work Study jobs are almost unlimited.  You may apply for an existing work-study job on or off campus, or you might work with an employer and the Student Employment Office to create a position that compliments your professional and/or academic goals.
 

To view currently listed job opportunities, visit the Community Opportunities Database (CODA) by logging into your MyEvergreen account.
