A) Plan Used This Year:

Arrive with prepared spreadsheet (in order of need) and individual applications

Evenly divide the individual applications among committee members to review
Reviewers using sticky notes--state need at top with recommendation on individual scholarships subject would be suited for

Award the Judge Fuller Fellowship, AmeriCorps Education Award, John Walker Fellowship by matching criteria to subjects applying.

Divide the others into categories—State Tuition Waiver, Non-Resident Waiver (if available), Tribal, Part-Time, No Award and Everything Else.

Adjourn with plan to meet again (June 18th) with new feedback from professors to help sort out the remaining awards.

B) Changes to Improve System for Next Year

Bring lap top

Bring record of who won the awards the year before

Email faculty a month ahead of time to get input of students they feel are deserving of financial award
In admission process, identify candidates for the resident tuition waiver by adding description of the award a possible essay question. Also request pictures of the applicants
Add to spread sheet the following categories:


Veteran Benefits


Hearst Scholarship


Member of Staff

Also on spread sheet be sure that the person entering data uses the additional letter column

C) Changes to Improve System for 2011

Add an essay question for Resident and Non-resident Tuition Waiver – as it stands now, we use any essay question they’ve written for other questions, so that students who have only applied for Tuition Waiver are disadvantaged; one way to treat applicants more equally is to require an essay, to give applicants an opportunity to speak for themselves
