She or he should have an excellent academic record and also have the following: 1) Outstanding research skills 2) A background in the social sciences or humanities 3) Excellent writing and communication skills 4) Demonstrated financial need; and 5) American citizenship. The student must be able to intern for 10-15 weeks at the Washington, DC, office of the Aspen Institute. We generally expect that Fall and Spring internships will be part-time (10-20 hours per week) and Summer internships will be full-time. All travel and housing costs must be covered by the student.
