Hello everyone! 

I’m Randee Gibbons, the Assistant MPA Director for the Public and Non-Profit Administration and Public Policy concentrations. It’s been my honor and my pleasure to work with the amazing students who are graduating today -- in fact, I’ll gladly grab the honor of “I knew them first!” because I recruit students for our program. 

I saw most of these students present their truly *marvelous* work for their Capstone class this past weekend. I mean it – I “marveled”. What kept coming to mind was “Such good people doing such good work.” I’m already so proud of you all! Thank you for all of the good work that you have already done *and* for all of the good work that I *know* you will be doing for our communities, our society and our world!

OK…we’re now going to proceed with the hooding of this year’s MPA graduates! Each graduate will be called up onto the stage -- in the order listed on the Hooding Ceremony program -- to be hooded by the person or people of their choice.

First, will the MPA faculty please rise, come forward and gather over here (point), next to the stage, in our “bullpen” area? 

Now, for the graduates: when I call your row, please rise as a group and walk up this side aisle until the *last* person in your row is on the aisle and will be the *first* person to be hooded (for the first row, this is Katja).
